Survey editing remarks template
Usually demographic information is collected last.  Some people can be pretty sensitive about revealing things like age (instead ask, what year were you born?), or get angered by the dichotomous presentation of gender (sex=plumbing, gender=how you identify yourself in terms of sexuality).  So, just move those questions to the end.  That way if the respondent balks (walks away) from the demographic info, you've still collected everything else already.

Consider reverse wording/coding a few questions in each of the bigger blocks, to catch respondents that are merely ticking the leftmost, rightmost, or middle value all the way through in an effort to just blast through rapidly.

Consider including “don’t know” and/or “not sure” answers, unless you’re trying to artificially clamp responses into the set you’ve provided.

With one of the sets of questions, I made a pretty picture with the dots instead of actually answering the questions.  Some oddballs will do these things on surveys.  Looking at the response data, can you tell which set I did this with?  This is an important feature or limitation of the surveymonkey toolset.  You will need to be able to identify these oddballs so that you can throw these responses out of the dataset as garbage, as needed.
